1. The contemporary context:

· Factors in modern society which block the search for meaning.
· 2 examples of modern indifference to the search for meaning.

2. The tradition of search:
· What is philosophy?
· 2 of the main of ideas of each of Socrates, Plato and Aristotle.
· The importance of the Sophists in Ancient Greece
· 3 key moments in the development of philosophy from classical to contemporary.

3. Symbols:
· Why did symbols emerge as an answer to the meaning of life?
· Examples of  the power of symbols on individuals, groups and societies.

4. Responses through the ages:
· 3 myths from ancient cultures about the meaning of life.
· Evidence of religious belief in ancient cultures such as rites of passage, rites of burial, sacred art.
· Evidence of the sense of sacred in modern society.
· 3 key humanists and their key ideas.
· What is atheism and what is agnosticism and what is reductionism?
· Outline 2 cosmologies of modern science.

5. The gods of the ancients:
· 2 examples of gods in ancient myths
· 2 examples of polutheism
· the emergence of monotheism
· the concept of God in Christianity, Islam and Judaism.

6. Revelation:
· What is the idea of divine revelation?
· The significance of divine revelation in Christianity and Islam on their way of life and sacred texts.
· The understanding of the transcendent in Christianity and Islam.

7. Naming God – Past and Present:
· Name and explain 3 contemporary and 3 traditional images of God.
· An example of each interpretation of life; prophetic, mystical, holy, poetic and aesthetic.
· Outline the traditional proofs of God in Anselm, Aquinas and 2 others.

8. Religion as a source of community:
· The relationship between God and the person in Christianity and Islam and how this affects their behaviour.

9. Secular sources of community:
· 3 key moments in the emergence of a secular value system.
· 3 ways in which religions relate to secular culture.

Issues of Justice and Peace:
Two examples of poverty in Irish society and the structural causes of them.
Explain the greening of religion. For 2 religions, describe with examples, their teaching on the environment.
